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HAWAII

Arrive at the airport two hours prior to your nonstop
flight. Don’t forget your tickets and photo 1.D. Be
prepared for your special Lei greeting and private
motorcoach. After you freshen up, it’s time for the
Taste of Honolulu Benefit for Easter Seals at the
Honolulu Civic Centers grounds. Board bus at 5:00
pm and transfer to check in with Linda Guess at the
family stage.
